We anticipate notifying applicants of the status of their applications beginning soon after the 05 April 2020 to the email address provided on the application (please write the email address very clearly, making sure to distinguish a dash from an underscore or period, and the letter “el” versus numeral one).  Applicants not accepting their awards within 3 business days of notification by e-mail will be disqualified.
This year, we are also offering special scholarships to students who are interested in focusing on public policy issues in any career or profession and to a financially disadvantaged 1st or 2nd generation Asian American student who identifies as female, and who exemplifies unselfish traits of giving back to her community beyond what is asked of high school students.
